Monday, July 1, 2013 6:30 P.M.

The City Council of Vergas met in regular session at 6:30 p.m., on Monday, 7-01-13, in Council Chambers, Event Center with the following members present:  Mayor Dean Haarstick, Council Members Scott Goodman, Paul Pinke, Shawn Day and Kevin Zitzow. Absent: none.  Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Julie Lammers, Utilities Superintendent Mike DuFrane, Keith Bunkowski, Steve Peloquin of Peloquin ● Beck, P.A, Barbie Porter of Frazee Forum, Joel Paulsen of KLJ Engineering,  Cheryl Ingberg, Chris Thorson of Ulteig Engineering, Tyanne Jacobson and Ross Smith. 
Mayor Dean Haarstick called the meeting to order. 

Motion by Day, and seconded by Pinke to accept agenda with the following additions: Event Center Advisory Board, Driveway Parking, Firemen gambling permit and Respectful Workforce.   Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2013 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Zitzow, seconded by Day to approve the following construction permits: 360 S Pelican Ave for shingling house and garage, 202 S Townline Road for 9 windows and 12x20 deck, 340 Pelican Ave for shingling, foundation and 1010 E Scharf Ave for rip-rap of lakeshore.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to allow fireman gambling permit for September 14 when City receives payment.  Voting Yes:  Goodman, Pinke and Day, Voting No: none. Abstain: Zitzow. Motion carried.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman accepting Resolution 2013-7 Accepting Donations Received (A Complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) from Zumba at the Event Center.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to close Railway Ave from Main Street to Elm Street on August 24, 2013 from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. for the Ole’s Ride. Motion passed unanimously.

 Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve application for development policy.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve July 19, 2013 Lions beer license to be moved to Fire Hall. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Zitzow to approve road closing from Main Street (corner of Franklin Fence) to corner by Methodist Church on Sunday, August 11, 2013 for Looney Daze car show. Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to allow inflatable games to be placed on ball field for Looney Daze. Motion passed unanimously.

Event Center advisory report was given by Day.    
Goodman reviewed planning commission report.  All but one nuisance property has been cleaned up and planning commission is allowing them until October to have side hill cleared of debris.  Planning Commission deferred Organizing an HRA (Housing Re-Development Authority) to the Council.  Motion by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to accept Ordinance 2013-103 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) regarding fences.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Lammers and Goodman have met with Candor and Hobart Townships and they are reviewing the proposed orderly annexation agreement.

Keith Bunkowski reviewed Keilley Shores road, water and sewer project and stated they were ready to deed project over to City.   Chris Thorson provided information on the continuation of Scharf Avenue on Keilley Shores addition.  Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to have items from checklist taken care of and discussion will continue at next month’s meeting. Motion passed unanimously.

Lammers reviewed parking issue at 110 Railway Avenue.  Business owner is concerned with vehicles blocking her driveway.  She has placed signs along her driveway requesting vehicles not park there but they have been ignored and vandalized.  Both the store owner and property owner presented letters to the Council requesting action be taken to help solve the situation.  Engineer Joel Paulson reviewed area and stated the main problem is the there is no defined driveway.  Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to have KLJ Engineering design a plan for curb and sidewalk along Main Street portion of property.  Motion passed unanimously.  Lammers stated she would contact the state regarding any financing they would help with and if project could be a part of the August work they are doing over the railroad crossing.
Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to accept mailbox policy provided by DuFrane.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to pass the reenactment of ordinance 2013-100 and 2013-101 with the change on page 44 by either hand delivery or certified mail.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Goodman to pass resolution 2013-008 for publication of ordinance. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Pinke, seconded by Day to pass ordinance 2013-102 (A complete text of the resolution is part of permanent public record in the City Clerk’s office.) amending ordinances 83 and 84.  Motion passed unanimously.

Wi-Fly Wireless has proposed the removal of Engineering costs and lightening clause removed from contract written by Peloquin.  Motion by Day, seconded by Zitzow to accept agreement with insurance confirmed, with Engineering confirmed with licensed engineer and changes made to agreement by Peloquin.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Motion by Goodman, seconded by Day to purchase FD 612 for folding and inserting machine from Formax for $3,995.00 with payment coming from water and sewer funds. Voting Yes: Pinke, Goodman and Day.  Voting No: Zitzow. Motion carried.
Mayor reviewed League of MN Cities conference he and Lammers attended.
Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to approve Liquor Store Manager Carol Sharp move up one step on the pay scale.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to hire Bryce Forsythe as Security Guard/Code Enforcer for $17.50 an hour with a minimum of one hour whenever he is called to work.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to have all full time employees take League of MN Cities Respect Workplace on line class.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Day, seconded by Pinke to make pay request #6 for $3,662.77 after edge is placed in window.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Pinke, seconded by Goodman to approve Liquor Store bills totaling $46,968.98. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by Goodman, seconded by Pinke to approve bills presented at Council meetings for a total of $32,017.69.  Motion passed unanimously.
